Division # 7 (Thermal & Moisture Protection)

1. Compatible systems & products

2. Any deviations must be approved, in writing, prior to installation or the installation will be demolished and re installed 

3. Waterstops

4. Vapor barrier at all slab-on-grade 

5. Provide overflow scuppers in addition to roof drains

6. Fire stopping details and manufacturer’s ID number for each rated assembly.

7. All fire rated assemblies to be identified in the field. (Manufacturer’s labels)

8. Contractor warranty.

Division # 8 (Doors& Windows)

1. Controlled environment for storage and finishing

2. Seven-pin, “Best” lock system. (Provide cores and keys as directed)

Division # 9 (Finishes)

Division # 10 (Specialties)

1. Contact specialty contractors prior to bid and provide list to contractors. (Make sure that the will bid.)

2. Toilet accessories furnished and installed by UNI except on DOR projects

Division # 11 (Equipment)

1. Clear list of owner supplied equipment and installation responsibility. The shop drawings available from owner to bidders
2. Delivery details and handling requirements.

Division # 12 (Furnishings) 

1. Final layout must be complete when construction begins (No later than the shop drawing process)

2. Permanent room numbers assigned at 95% (Final numbers on bid set!)

3. Wall blocking details… Furniture specific & Room specific

4. Details on locating power and data receptacles. Specifically, areas to avoid for wall supports, marker boards, files, etc.

Division # 13 (Special Construction) 

1. Warranty and service requirements

2. Instruction

Division # 14 (Conveying Systems)

1. Warranty to start at final acceptance

2. Spare parts

3. No proprietary equipment

Division # 15 (Mechanical)

1. Spare parts, filters (Listed in one place)

2. Warrantees, copies of each to OCR and in O & Ms

3. All HPS valves including those between the pressure reducing valve and the pressure relief valve(s) to be cast STEEL.

4. Engineer to size the cartridges in water balancing valves.

5. Reinforced flexible connections for steam

6. Welding testing?

Division # 16 (Electrical)

1. DB Construction (details for HV and V/D)

2. Under-slab Conduit

3. RSC Through concrete floors and foundations (UNI standard)

4. Grounding and bonding of tray & ALL conduit for division 17

5. Material selection

6. Absolutely no supporting of any E from plumbing, duct work or their supports

7. Specify, Boxes in walls must be firmly & rigidly secured on two sides or have a bracket that spans two studs. NO Caddy box supports!

8. Mud rings must be flush with the finished surface. 

9. All systems must be installed per the manufacturers instructions

10. Light fixtures in suspended ceilings must be: removable from below, engage earthquake clips, be connected to the lighting outlet box by 3/8” flexible “Metal” conduit and only external flex fittings can be used.  

11. Wiring from fixture to fixture, other than “Master/Slave” fixtures, is strictly forbidden unless specifically stated in the documents or written permission is given prior to installation.

12. Flexible or other conduits shall not be supported by ceiling grid. The must be secured by listed straps or clamps. Tie-wraps and “batwings” are not allowed

13. The fire alarm system will be 100% in raceway and plenum rated cable used.

14. Spare parts, fuses, lamps, etc. (Listed in one place)

15. Training
